1. PARTIES 
1. The Parties have submitted a proposal for the Project to the Universidad Complutense de Madrid, which is the Programme Operator of the Programme NILS Science and Sustainability, ES07, funded within the frame of the 2009-2014 Financial Mechanism of the European Economic Area.

2. The Parties wish to specify or supplement binding commitments among themselves in addition to the provisions of the Project Agreement. 

3. The Project Agreement regulates provisions between Project Promoter and Programme Operator. 

4. The Partnership Agreement regulates provisions between Project Promoter and Project Partners.

5. The XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXx, the Project Promoter, and XXXXXXXXXXXXXX, the Project Partner,hereinafter, jointly or individually, referred to as ”Parties” or  ”Party”, HEREBY AGREE ON THE FOLLOWING TERMS relating to the Project entitled »XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX «, hereinafter referred to as “Project”, project code XXX-XXX-XXX-2014A. 

2. LEGAL FRAMEWORK
This Partnership Agreement is based on the following legal base:

1. Protocol 38B of EEA Financial Mechanism (2009-2014) (available at www.eeagrants.org)

2. Regulation on the implementation of the European Economic Area (EEA) Financial Mechanism 2009-2014 adopted by the EEA Agreement on 13.01.2011 and confirmed by the Standing Committee of the EFTA states on 18.01.2011, as amended on 04.01.2012 and 14.03.2013 with its Annexes and Guidelines.

3. The Memorandum of Understanding on the Implementation of the EEA Financial Mechanism 2009-2014 between Iceland, the Principality of Liechtenstein and the Kingdom of Norway and the Kingdom of Spain, signed on 18.11.2011.

4. The Programme Implementation Agreement on NILS Science and Sustainability Programme within the EEA Financial Mechanism 2009-2014 between Spain, represented by the Vice General Doctorate for the Cohesion Fund and European Territorial Cooperation of the Ministry of Finance and Public Administrations, acting as the National Focal Point, and Universidad Complutense de Madrid, acting as the Programme Operator.

5. The call text.

6. The Project Agreement, hereinafter referred to as the ‘Project Agreement’,

3. PURPOSE OF THE PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT, AIM AND EXPECTED RESULTS OF THE PROJECT
The purpose of this Partnership Agreement is to specify with respect to the Project the relationship among the Parties, in particular concerning the organization of the work between the Parties, the management of the Project and the rights and obligations of the Parties.

Specific aims, expected results, workplan and tasks and responsiblilities to be performed by each partner are described in Annex 1. Such annex is composed by the related parts of the approved project proposal and is annex 1 to the project agreement signed between the project promoter and the programe operator (Universidad Complutense de Madrid).

4. ENTRY INTO FORCE, DURATION 
This Partnership Agreement shall have effect from the date of signing of the Project Agreement and shall continue in full force and effect until complete fulfillment of all obligations undertaken under the Project Agreement and under this Partnership Agreement.

5. GOVERNANCE STRUCTURE
General structure

· The Executive Board is the decision-making body of the Partnership.

· The Project Promoter is the legal entity acting as the intermediary between the Parties and the Programme Operator. 

Members

· The Executive Board consists of the Principal Investigator as representative of Project Promoter, and the research team leader from the Project Partner (hereinafter referred to as “Member”). 

· The Principal Investigator shall chair all meetings of the Executive Board, unless decided otherwise by the Executive Board. 

Operational procedures for the Executive Board

· The tasks of the Executive Board are expected to be very simple. Therefore any meeting may be made using electronic means, apart from those that could be held while any of the two members will be visiting the other institution. 

6. RESPONSIBILITIES AND COMMITMENTS OF PARTIES
1. General principles

a. Each Party undertakes to take part in the efficient implementation of the Project, and to cooperate, perform and fulfill, promptly and on time, all of its obligations under the Project Agreement and this Partnership Agreement as may be reasonably required from it and in a manner of good faith as prescribed by national law.

b. Each Party undertakes to notify promptly, in accordance with the governance structure of the Project, any significant information, fact, problem or delay likely to affect the Project.

c. Each Party shall promptly provide all information reasonably required by Executive Board of the Project or by the Project Promoter to carry out its tasks.

d. Each Party shall take reasonable measures to ensure the accuracy of any information or materials it supplies to the other Parties.
e. Failing to comply with the rules governing this agreement or with the applicable regulation may lead to the total or partial loss of the induly paid amounts, and to the loss of the right to perceive any remaining fund.
2. Responsibilities of the Project promoter:

a. The Project Promoter shall be the intermediary between the Parties and the Programme Operator and shall perform all tasks assigned to it as described in the Project Contract and in this Partnership Agreement.

In particular, the Project Promoter shall be responsible for:

b. Ensuring the implementation of the Project in the terms described in Annex 1, ensuring that it complies with the applicable regulation, and according to the principles of economy, effectiveness and efficiency.

c. Monitoring compliance by the Parties with their obligations

d. Collecting, reviewing to verify consistency and submitting reports and other deliverables, and particulary interim and final report (including financial statements and related certifications) to the Programme Operator

e. Administering the financial contribution and fulfilling the financial tasks 

f. Formally requesting any needed modification according to this agreement.
g. Complying with the publicity and communication obligations according to this agreement.
h. Where appropriate, providing the project partner and researchers with the arrival and stay certificates related to the researchers involved in the project.

3. The project partner(s) will be responsible for:

a. Ensuring the implementation of the Project in the terms described in Annex 1, ensuring that it complies with the applicable regulation, and according to the principles of economy, effectiveness and efficiency.

b. Providing the necessary logistic, administrative and communication support in order to comply with the obligations of the project.

c. Where the project budget assigns a certain amount to be managed by the partner, justifying such expenditure according the requirements of the applicable regulation and this agreement. 

d. Providing the project promoter with the needed information and documents (financial, administrative or others) for the elaboration of the interim and final reports mentioned above.

e. Where appropriate, providing the project promoter and researchers with the arrival and stay certificates related to the researchers involved in the project.

4. Involved researchers and particularly leading researcher will be responsible for:

a. Complying with the requirements of the applicable regulation, the call and any requirement set up by the Steering Committee, the NILS Management Service or the Abel Selection Committee.

b. Carrying out the Project approved, in the terms described in Annex 1, in collaboration with the Project promoter and Project partner(s).

c. Informing the project promoter, and requesting approval when appropriate, about any modification in the conditions and characteristics of the project. 

d. Not to accepting any income not compatible with this grant.

e. Staying at the host institutions during the agreed stay periods. 

f. Within 30 days from the completion of the Project activities, elaborating a final report using the standardized form in Annex. If the project implementation period is longer than 12 months, an interim report must be issued within 30 days after the completion of the first 12 months, in the same form.

g. Providing the Project promoter and Project partners with any document or information needed to comply with the requirements of the regulation and of this agreement.

h. Including the mention, in any publication and activity, carried out or derived totaly or partialy from this grant, “Supported by a grant from Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway through the EEA Financial Mechanism. Operated by Universidad Complutense de Madrid”.

7. FUNDING
1. Total eligible cost approved by NILS Science and Sustainability programme for the Project is: 
2. General rules applying to the breakdown of the budget: 

a. Total eligible costs will not exceed de amount indicated in 1.

8. ECONOMIC MANAGEMENT
1. Project promoter is responsible for the management and justification of the funded project, including the payment of any cost, payments to project partners and the justification of all the incurred costs, before the programme operator (UCM).
2. How will payments be done? Will a) the project promoter be in charge of all payments related to all headings or b) will partners be transferred a certain amount to be justified to the project promoter?
3. If b): All expenditure incurred by partners must be duly justified to the project promoter. Costs incurred shall be supported by receipted invoices, or alternatively by accounting documents of equivalent probative value. Expenditures are considered to have been incurred when the cost has been invoiced, paid and the subject matter delivered (in case of goods) or performed (in case of services and works). Documents issued in a language different than Spanish must be accompanied by a translation into English, with the detail of the net cost, taxes, etc. to be provided by the institution of the country in which the expenditure was incurred. 
4. Each partner will be accountable for the costs declared and proof of expenditure provided, and will assume the obligations produced by any decision of the programme operator, auditor, national focal point or FMO, concerning the ineligibility of costs, correction or penalties.
5. Any relevant modification on the agreed conditions must be communicated to the project promoter, who will communicate and if needed request the approval to the programme operator (UCM). Modifications affecting the planned activities, expected results, the eligibility period or budget changes affecting more than 15% of any budget heading must be formally requested to the programme operator.

9. PUBLICITY AND COMMUNICATION
1. Project promoter is responsible for fulfilling the communication plan described in the project proposal, with the cooperation of project partners.

3. Project partners must provide the Project promoter with the following information:

a. Information about any activity carried out within the frame of the project (seminars, conferences, others).

b. Any promotional material in which the project is mentioned.

c. Links to relevant websites in which the project is mentioned.

4. Project promoter is responsible for fulfilling two key information activities, for which it may require partners cooperation: 

a. At least two information activities about the progress, achievents and results of the funded activity.
b. Easyly available information in relevant pages of the institution website. 
5. Intellectual property of results produced by involved researchers, that may consist, among others, in scientific pyublicatoins, technical repors, poters u others, will belong to their authors. Copyright rules of journals in which such results are published shall be respected, where appropriate. ADAPT OR COMPLETE, WHEN APPROPRIATE.
10. AUDIT
The project may be subject to audit by the programme operator, an external auditor, the national focal point or the financial mechanism office of the EEE. Should this occur, project partners will cooperate with the project promoter in everything required to perform the audit. Each institution will be accountable for any fail in complying with the applicable regulation and this agreement, as well as for any decision about ineligible costs, corrections or penalties proposed by the auditor, the programme operator, the national focal point or the financial mechanism office.

11. DISPUTES
The parties commit themselves to solve in a friendly manner any difference on the interpretation or application of this agreement. In case such friendly solution is not possible, and a legal procedure is started, the parties agree to submit themselves to the jurisdiction and competence of Madrid Courts, and rennounce to any other court.
